Classroom Syllabus for English III

Every classroom has a policy. In short, a policy lists the rules, consequences, and procedures that should be followed while you are in this class.

Rules

1. Respect yourself and others, do not ever downgrade others or yourself

2. Be in your seat working on bell work as the bell rings, if you are not you will get a tardy.

3. Bring all materials to class everyday. This includes your notebook, an English folder (used only for English assignments), a pen or pencil, and the text or novel we are currently reading.

4. Keep your hands, feet, and all other objects to yourself. Do not touch anything that is not yours without asking permission.

Consequences

1. First Offense: Verbal Warning

2. Second Offense: Student/Teacher Conference, Discipline Assignment
3. Third Offense: Sent to Office, Discipline Referral, Call to parent

4. Fourth Offense: Administrative punishment as decided by administrator

1. Verbal Praise

2. Good grades in class.

Procedures

Procedures can be broken down into three subcategories, Late Work Policy, Homework/Absence Work Policy, and Reward Policy


Late Work Policy


It’s simple, if you were in class the day the assignment was given, you will


turn it in on the due date given. If not, you will get a 0 for the assignment.

I will NOT accept any late work.


Homework/Absence Late Work Policy


You will always have homework in this class because we will always be reading


something in class all year long. Occasionally you will have more homework than


usual because we complete a few projects throughout the year. If you have a


question or need help with homework, you must ask me before your class starts


for the day.

There is an absence work policy in place in this class as well. The policy is simple. The days you are absent in class, you will have to get all lecture


notes and homework from me when you get back. I will have absence


work ready for you, but it is up to you to get the homework. I will not 


track you down at school or tell you in my class. It is your responsibility


to get your homework for the days you were gone by asking me before


class starts or at the end of the day before you go home. If you do not get


your absence work when you get back, you will receive 0’s on all those

assignments you are missing. You have only one day, the day you get back, to get all your homework assignments from me. If you come the next day and want your homework, you will not get it.

If you are absent one day, you have one day to turn in your homework. If


you are absent for two days, you will have two days to turn in your absent


work. If you are absent three days or more, you will have one week

from the time you got back to school to turn in your work for full credit. After one week is up, you will receive a 0 for all absent work.

Reward Policy

Occasionally, we will have food days if they pertain to a unit we are working on. 


We will only have these if they are approved first.


Verbal praises and positive reinforcements are great self-esteem builders, say


something positive about one person in this class to that person each day.
